Youth’s Summer Camp will include
participation from 11 local churches

across Mexico and one youth

orphanage, and preparation meetings
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with pastors and leaders have already begun. Twelve young adults have applied to serve as staff and
are currently undergoing a 10-weeks training using Pastor James Bryan Smith’s The Good and
Beautiful God.

The theme for this year’s camp is “Vision in Action — Created for Good Works.” We pray that
everyone involved in the preparation will be filled with the Holy Spirit and be used in a precious way
according to what pleases the Lord.

Our Scripture writing group has completed writing through Deuteronomy and has now begun the book
of Joshua. Even while we were away during our Sabbatical, the brothers and sisters faithfully
continued writing the Word and drawing near to it—we are deeply grateful and encouraged by their
dedication.

Our online Bible reading group also began again in March with Genesis and has been continuing
steadily. From high school students to working adults, as well as those in their 50s and 60s, people
from multiple generations are gathering 4 times in a week for an hour to read the Word together. We
pray that each person would experience, day by day, the confession that God’s Word is sweeter than
honey in their lives.

The Coffee Break small group is currently studying the second volume of Genesis over a 12-week
course. Yolanda, who began Bible
study for the first time last year, is
experiencing  the  grace  of
understanding God's Word and
participates each week with great joy.
One day, she even prepared food on
her own initiative and served the
group after the meeting.

We pray that the Holy Spirit will
continue to illuminate His Word, and
that the life of Christ would overflow in

each person’s life.




= The addiction rehabilitation center in Rosarito, which we have been visiting once a month, is now
preparing—through prayer—to begin weekly visits starting this May. In order to read and study the
Bible more deeply together with the residents, we are receiving donations of Spanish Bibles. So far,
we have received 50 copies, but we still need about 30 to 40 more.
We ask for your prayers for the salvation of the residents, and that the volunteers serving in this

ministry would be filled with the Holy Spirit.

For all the meetings in preparation for the 8th united camp,

and for the pastors, ministry leaders, and staff from the 11 participating churches and one

orphanage,

heart and one mind in prayer.

3. Rosarito C.R.R.E.A.D. Rehabilitation Center Ministry

A. That each resident in the drug and alcohol rehabilitation center would personally
encounter the Lord, be set free from addiction, and live a life worthy of the gospel.

B. That volunteers and financial provision for meals would be supplied, and that the
preacher, worship leader, intercessors, and meal preparation volunteers serving in
worship would be filled with the Holy Spirit’s anointing and love.

C. Beginning in May, we are preparing in prayer to visit the rehabilitation center weekly to
share the gospel. Please pray that missionaries Keith and Elena would be filled with

the Holy Spirit and not grow weary.



4. Preparation for “A Day of Comfort for Pastors’ Wives” & “Marriage Seminar”
That the Lord would prepare co-workers to serve together in these ministries, and guide
the timing and location of these events.

5. Elena’s Studies in Pastoral Counseling
That she would be granted wisdom and perseverance to complete her studies well,
and that all she learns would be used as a channel to serve souls in the mission field.

6. For Family and Health
That Missionary Keith (diabetes, high blood pressure, eyes) and Missionary Elena
(herniated disc)
would be strengthened both physically and spiritually.

7. Need for a Ministry Vehicle
As the scope of ministry expands and the number of Bible studies and gatherings
increases it has become practically difficult for both of us to carry out ministry using only
one vehicle. We are in need of an additional vehicle so that the work of the gospel may
continue more effectively. Please pray that this need would be met in God’s perfect

timing and in the best way.
