We earnestly pray that the Lord will continue to strengthen all the
brothers and sisters who are dedicating their time and hearts to
reading and writing God's Word daily, striving to walk closely with
Him in this holy journey.

Uniendo Naciones Camp Preparation
For this summer's Uniendo Naciones (UN) Camp, eight local churches and one orphanage have confirmed their
participation, and preparation meetings have been underway since March. This will be the 7t UN Camp, and the theme for
this year is: "Generation of Faith, Grow in God!" Currently, we are recruiting accompanists and vocalists to serve during the
worship for the first evening service. Applicants must be young people who have accepted Jesus as their Savior and who
have previously participated in a UN Camp. Please pray that God will raise up youths who will joyfully commit to practicing
diligently and offering their praise to the Lord.

The nine young people who will serve as Staff at UN7 Camp are undergoing continued training by reading Bill Hybels’ book

Endurance, Self-Discipline, Tender Love, Tough Love, and Sacrificial Love—and pray about how to apply these principles in

their lives.

On the day they studied the chapter on Sacrificial Love, all the Staff members decided together to take turns cleaning the

bathrooms during camp as a practical way to serve.

In addition, pastors, pastor’s wives, and leaders from all participating churches have committed to taking turns fasting and

praying for the camp from April through July.

We are excited and full of expectation for the great and mighty works the Lord will do in the lives of young people through
this year's Uniendo Naciones Camp.

Coffee Break Bible Study
Elena received an invitation from a church located in
Tecate—about an hour away from Tijuana—Missionary
Elena will be leading a four-week Coffee Break small
group Bible study on the Book of Ruth throughout May.
We look forward to seeing God's faithfulness and
amazing plans unfold for the members of the Tecate
church as they experience Coffee Break Bible study for
the very first time.

Some sisters, despite working exhausting night shifts,
faithfully come in the morning to study God's Word.

Homeless and Rehab Center Ministry

During our April homeless ministry, the youths from Aroma de Jesucristo Church offered a handbell performance to the Lord
during the worship service. Although it was not a perfect or professional performance, we believe the Lord gladly received
their praise, offered with hearts full of effort and dedication.

For the past several months, due to personal circumstances, the young people who used to serve by playing the keyboard
and drums during worship were unable to continue participating. As a result, Missionary Elena had been leading worship
alone. However, a Korean sister who recently joined the homeless ministry team as a volunteer has willingly offered to help
in worship starting next month, and we give thanks to God for this answer to prayer.

Additionally, despite experiencing health challenges—including sudden vision problems caused by optic nerve issues and a
recent diagnosis of skin cancer on her hand. Sister Elvita came and joyfully served in the homeless ministry. A few months
ago, she had to quit her job due to undergoing a hysterectomy and is now receiving free treatment for low-income patients
at the National Hospital of Mexico. Please pray for her healing and full recovery.

Every month, when we visit drug and alcohol rehabilitation center and homeless shelter, we transport and set up equipment
like speakers, sound systems, projectors, and large portable screens to create worship environment. However, the current
speakers and projectors are in poor condition; sometimes the sound during praise is distorted, and when showing Christian
movies, the screen is so dim that it makes us feel bad for those watching. Please join us in praying that the Lord will provide
for these ministry needs.




Preparing for Family Ministry

Although our primary focus is towards youths and young adults, through gatherings like Coffee Break Bible study groups
and Bible writiing groups, we are also connecting with the parents of these young people. Through this, we have come to
deeply realize that no matter how much faith training the church provides, it is crucial for parents—who live daily with their
children—to have a healthy faith and to build strong homes.

We especially feel the urgent need to help strengthen marriages, the foundation of the family, through faith. For this reason,
we are praying and preparing to launch a marriage workshop. The workshop will focus on the meaning of marriage as
designed by God and will cover topics like marital conflict, conflict resolution, and communication skills over several weeks.
The specific schedule is yet to be determined, but we are currently in conversation with several churches in Tijuana who are
interested in family ministry.

Please pray that God would raise up team members, financial supports, and prayer partners for this new ministry. We
earnestly hope and pray that the Lord will use this effort as a precious tool to restore families and bring a godly influence to
the next generation.
